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Restomod is a newer term that denotes
a car that was restored, but modified.
Somehow, someway, the person who
restored the car also modified it, usually with
a modern brake and suspension system,
high-performance modern engine and
transmission, and a host of other deviations
from how the factory built the original car.
It's a popular way of rebuilding a car today.
But to take a chassis from a dilapidated
relic, remove what's left of the body, and
build a brand new car from scratch with
period parts to period specs is something
else entirely.
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
