APPROVED AMENDMENT TO THE

DECLARATION OF MAINTENANCE COVENANTS

ARVIDA COUNTRY CLUB

(additions indicated by underlining, deletions by "----",

and unaffected language by ". . .")

Proposed amendment to Article V, Section 1 of the Declaration to provide the Association with the authority to file a lien against any Village Association for failure of a Lot Owner within said Village Association to timely tender payment of all duly levied assessments, as follows:

ARTICLE V

COVENANTS FOR MAINTENANCE ASSESSMENTS

Section 1. CREATION OF THE LIEN AND PERSONAL OBLIGATION OF THE ASSESSMENTS.  Each Owner of any Lot (by acceptance of a deed therefore, whether or not it shall be so expressed in any such deed or other conveyance) including any purchaser at a judicial sale, shall hereafter be deemed to covenant and agree to pay to the Association: (1) any annual assessments or charges, (2) any special assessments for capital improvements or major repair, and (3) exterior maintenance assessments (as set forth hereafter); such assessments to be fixed, established and collected from time to time, as hereinafter provided. Each Village Association shall act as the guarantor and collector of all assessments regardless as to whether an individual Owner within a respective Village Association fails to pay his/her/its designated share of any assessment. Any shortfall as a consequence of an Owner default in payment to the respective Village Association shall be paid by the Village Association to the Association. The Association assigns its assessment collection authority to such Village Association as reimbursement for assessments both collected on the Association’s behalf and paid to the Association. Upon default in payment of (1), (2) or (3), above by any lot owner, any and aAll such assessments, together with interest thereon from due date at the highest rate permitted by law and costs of collection thereof including attorney’s fees, shall be a charge on the land and shall be a continuing lien upon the Lot against which each such assessment is made, as well as all other Lots and Common Areas/Common Elements within the respective Village Association and shall be the personal obligation of the all Lot Owners within such Village as well as the Village Association. No Owner or Village Association may waive or otherwise escape liability for the assessments provided for herein by non-use of the Common Area or abandonment.
