Current trend assessment:  Nearly one third of underage drinkers paid for the last alcohol they consumed, while 40 percent received free alcohol from an adult. One in 16 received alcohol from a parent or guardian. Underage drinkers drank more on average if they paid for the alcohol (6.0 drinks) than if they did not pay for the alcohol (3.9 drinks). Total of 30.3 percent of youth drinkers were in their own home, and 53.4 percent were at someone else's home, when they had their last drink. Binge drinking rates are significantly higher for young people living with a parent who engaged in past year binge drinking.  Total of 41.7 percent of college student youth ages 18-24, and 36.5 percent of non college student youth ages 18-24, are binge drinkers. *Binge drinking is defined as having 5 or more drinks on one occasion.
