January 15, 2010 is deadline for receiving applications.


Late January we will select up to 100 Youth Council delegates from a variety of youth groups and send out confirmation letters with detailed next steps.


Eligibility: Middle and high school aged youth living in Cobb County who demonstrate interest, a willingness to share and learn skills, and are personally motivated and representing various youth school/community groups (up to 3 representatives per group). Age and other demographics (gender, geography, race, culture) will be considered to ensure Youth Council membership is representative of the Cobb County youth population. 


A Saturday in late February or early March is being considered for a 1-day Youth Council Summit to officially get the ball rolling for youth to join our charge for change. 


Please note: this will be a youth-led effort and youth will be in charge. At this first Summit, we will provide issue specific youth leadership training and opportunities for youth to claim their voice and vision for changing alcohol environments in their community. Future Summits will be led by youth.


Youth Council delegates will leave the Summit with an action plan that will include opportunities for advancing education, enforcement and/or policy goals set by the Cobb Alcohol Taskforce (see website to learn more � HYPERLINK "http://www.cobbat.org" ��www.cobbat.org�).


We envision convening the Youth Council at least 2 times each year, probably February and again in May or August (dates to be determined by youth at Summit).


Youth Council delegates will be considered members of the Cobb Alcohol Taskforce and as such will be provided opportunities to attend State and National Conferences.
