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The IOM Swimming Association recently held its presentation night with the best in age awards from both the Swagelok League and IOM Championships being presented to the island’s top swimmers.  In addition the special awards for outstanding performances were made.

Laura Kinley received the Brian Stigant Award for the best swim of the Swagelok 2011 IOM Championships with her winning time of one min 13.51 for the 100m breaststroke.  This swim took nearly a second of her own Island Records and was almost two second inside the consideration time for Commonwealth Youth Games.  The presentation is in memory of a former coach, Brian Stigant, and was made by his youngest son, Shane, who is the holder of the longest standing Manx records on the books, the long course 100m and 200m breaststroke from 1986.

Another Commonwealth Youth Games hopeful, Charlotte Atkinson, was the recipient of the Coaches Swimmers of the Year Award for amassing the most points in the Swagelok IOM Championships.  The final award from the Championships was the Keith and Patricia Rawlinson Shield for the best newcomer which was presented to Samantha Titterton.

Ben Kebbell, eleven,  won the IOMSA Award for the best off island performance, for his 5th place in the British Gas ASA National Age Groups in the 200m breaststroke.

The final presentation was in memory of former Douglas Club Chairman, John Ward, for the Volunteer of the Year and this was awarded to Brian Lang.
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
