Competing recently in the 22nd International Swim Festival in Berlin, 15 year old Heather Miller became the third local swimmer to record a consideration time for next year’s Commonwealth Games in Delhi when she just managed to duck under the minute for the 100 freestyle to take the silver medal with 59.99.  She also took the bronze medal in the 200 freestyle with 2 min 10.36 and equalled her own junior and senior long course island record with a swim of 30.94 for the 50m butterfly.
The Isle of Man Swimming Association is delighted to announce that they will be hosting a visit from Olympic medallist, David Davies, next month.  Davies, 24, won the Olympic silver medal in the inaugural 10km open water swim in Bejing last year after an epic battle with Holland’s Maarten van der Weijden, and in the recent British Gas National Championships he won both the 400m and 1500m freestyle.  He will be representing Great Britain again in July in the World Championships in Rome.

Davies will be visiting the island over the weekend of 18th and 19th April and will be attending two sessions with local swimmers at the NSC on Saturday evening and the Western pool on Sunday morning.
