14 year old Tom Bielich recently set two new Island Junior Long Course Records swimming in the Beckenham Swimming Club Open Meet at the recently refurbished Crystal Palace.

Competing in the 14 to 15 age group he stormed to victory in the 200m freestyle in 2min 02.54 for his first record.  He followed this the next day with 4th place in the 400m in 4 min 23.82 for his second.  He also finished 4th in the 100m freestyle in 57.53, with all three events being inside the qualifying times for the National Age Group Championships.  Over a very busy weekend he also had top 6 finishes in the 200m butterfly and the 200m and 400m individual medley.
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Southern Swimming Club recently hosted a team from Swinton, Manchester, with the competition based on 25m swims for 10 years and under and 50m for all the older age groups.
The host team got off to a good start and took an early lead but the visitors came out overall winners with 386 points to 320. Southern put up a spirited performance with many impressive wins in the individual events, but came unstuck in the relays, winning just five of the twenty one races.

Triple winners for Southern were Fay O’Neill with victories in the 12 and under butterfly, backstroke and freestyle; Guy Davies in the 12 and under butterfly, backstroke and breaststroke; and Tom Kelly in the 16 and under butterfly, backstroke and freestyle.

Alice Teare and Sarah Wignall both had two wins, Alice in the 10 and under butterfly and freestyle and Sarah in the 11 and under butterfly and 12 and under breaststroke.  The other winners for Southern were Megan Howland 11 and under backstroke, Lauren Trimble 14 and under butterfly, James Laing 11 and under freestyle, Andrew Corkill 14 and under breaststroke, Andrew Wignall open breaststroke, Rory Neale 10 and under freestyle, Christopher Wignall 16 and under breaststroke, Andrew Cowley open backstroke and  Jacob Callow 11 and under butterfly.
