Hot on the heels of their record breaking swims at North West Youth Championships, Laura Kinley and Charlotte Atkinson were the leading swimmers at the second Swagelok League Match of the season at the NSC recently.
Atkinson opened up the proceedings with a stunning win in the open 200m backstroke.  Taking over seven seconds of her pb, her time of two minutes 21.32 gave her a second Commonwealth Youth Games (CYG) consideration time in as many weeks.  Towards the end of the evening Kinley produced another solid swim to take the fourteen years 100m breaststroke in one minute 15.10; just outside her own Island Records, but the third time in a month that she has achieved the CYG time in this event.

In the mens’ 200m backstroke fourteen year old Mark Copparelli and James Hansford, thirteen, produced very impressive swims, both having entry times of two minutes 38.  Copparelli came home in second place with two minutes 23.52 and Hansford third in two minutes 25.30.  The more experienced Phil Harrison came back from third place to take victory in two minutes 18.94.   Hansford also won the thirteen years 100m backstroke in one minute 08.35, whilst Copparelli took his age group 50m backstroke in 32.67.
Just outside of the top three in the corresponding ladies event, the thirteen year olds Ruth Hurst and Katie Callow both lowered their best times with two minutes 42.91 and two minutes 43.86 respectively.  Callow then went on to win both the 100m backstroke and 50m butterfly in her age group events.
Other impressive swims came from Atkinson, winning the open 100m butterfly in one minute 08.67; eleven year old Ciara Cassidy finishing fourth in the same event in one minute 19.42; and Steph Brew finishing second to Kinley in the 100m breaststroke in 1 minute 19.84.   In the fifteen and over 50m backstroke Southern Swimming Club took the top four places, thanks to Hannah Howitt, Catherine Breed, Lauren Trimble and Sarah Breed.

In the younger age groups there were several double winners, with Ciara Cassidy and Eoghain Sherrard both taking the 50m breaststroke and 100m freestyle for eleven year olds, and Cara Bregazzi and Joshua Corteen repeating the feat in the ten year olds 25m freestyle and 50m butterfly.  Lauren Callow won the nine years 25m butterly and 50m backstroke, with Pater Allen and Harrison Katz each having a first and second place in the corresponding boys events.
