Robin Hood Age Group Meet at Sheffield

Ben Kebbell continued his one man medal mission at the recent Robin Hood Age Group Meet at Sheffield, with 6 golds and 2 silvers over the 2 day event.  To prove what a great all rounder he is, 10 year old Ben won his age groups events in a variety of strokes -  200m backstroke (in 2 min 57.38), 50m and 200m breaststroke (43.63 and 3:10.90), 200m and 400m freestyle (2:42.54 and 5:39.59) and 200m individual medley (2:57.24).  His silvers came in the 50m freestyle (33.06) and 50m backstroke (40.45).
He was one of nine Manx swimmers, of a team of twenty, to make it onto the rostrum over the weekend, the other multi-medallists being Phillip Harrison, Jamie Corlett and Poppy Evans.  15 year old Phillip took silver in the 50m freestyle in 25.42 and bronzes in the 100m freestyle (57.33), 100m backstroke (1:02.69 and 200m backstroke (2:27.51).
Poppy, also 15, took two silvers in the breaststroke events, with 38.09 for the 50m and 2 min 51.41 over 200m.  Unfortunately the Manx team had to leave before the end of the meet in order catch their flight home, otherwise it would surely have been a hat trick of medals as the event they missed was the girls 100m breaststroke.  10 year old Jamie Corlett, her team mate from the Ramsiean club, won medals in the same events.  He took silver in the longer of the races in 3 min 25.09 and bronze in the sprint event in 45.54.

Silver medals came the way of 13 year old Allana Kelly in the 50m butterfly in 33.62 and Ben Donaldson, 11, in the 50m breaststroke with 43.19.   The remaining three bronze medals all came from 12 year olds, with Charlotte Atkinson in the 200m backstroke in 2:43.90, Stephanie Brew in the 50m breaststroke in 39.86 and Mark Copparelli in the 50m backstroke in 39.21.
