Commonwealth Youth Games hopefuls, Laura Kinley and Charlotte Atkinson, were once again the on form swimmers over the final weekend of the Swagelok Isle of Man Swimming Championships.
Following on from her record breaking swims the previous weekend, Kinley twice lowered her Manx senior and junior record for 100m breaststroke with times of one min 14.18 and one min 13.51 in the heats and final.  These times were inside those expected for both NatWest Island and Commonwealth Youth Games competitors.
Atkinson was also inside the Commonwealth times in winning the 200m freestyle in two min 07.27 and the 400m on the same stroke in four min 27.05.  These swims, along with her wins in the 50m and 200m backstroke (31.69 and 2:21.25), and 100m individual medley (1:09.32) also achieved the Island Games targets.  

Both girls then joined forced with Douglas team mates Allana Kelly and Paige Lace to break the Junior Island Record for the 4 x 50m freestyle relay with one min 55.15.

Tom Bielich was the only male swimmer to achieve any target times, with his one min 57.19 for the 200m freestyle and one min 01.85 for 100m individual medley faster than the Island Games standards.
