The Isle of Man has three Lancashire County Age Group Champions after a successful weekend at the 50m Manchester Commonwealth Pool recently, with the group of Manx swimmers coming home with six medals.
Following on from some very impressive swims at the Swagelok Isle of Man championships, 13 year old Charlotte Atkinson stormed to victory in the 1500m with a time of 18 min 18.87.  In addition to winning the 13 years section this gave Charlotte 2nd place out of all the under 16s and a top 10 British ranking for her age group.  Just to prove what an excellent all rounder she is Charlotte also won a silver medal in the 50m freestyle in a time of 29.42, and finished in the top 7 in the 200m and 400m freestyle, 100m backstroke and 200m individual medley.
Another top 10 British ranking came the way of 11 year old Ben Kebbell with his winning time of 3 min 05.87 for the 200m breaststroke.  Ben also finished 4th in the 50m breaststroke and 5th in the 50m backstroke.  The other local winner was Duncan Wilson, 12, who won his age group 1500m in 19min 19.96 and followed this with a fifth place in the 100m freestyle.
In the 15 year old age group Hannah Howitt had some very consistent swims to take a silver medal in the 1500 m in 18 min 53.15, a bronze in the 400m freestyle in 4 min 41.18 and fourth places in the 100m backstroke and 200m individual medley.  13 year old Mark Copparelli set a new pb of 1 min 05.88 for the 100m freestyle and also finished 8th in the 200m backstroke.
