At the third of this season’s Swagelok League matches recently Laura Kinley, once again, lowered her Manx Senior and Junior Records for 200m breaststroke with a time of two minutes 40.90, finishing half a length ahead of her nearest rivals in the open event, and taking a third of a second of her previous best time.   She also won the open 50m breaststroke, and produced pbs in finishing second to Charlotte Atkinson in the open 100m freestyle and 14 years 50m freestyle.
Not wanting to be outdone by her big sister, twelve year old Amy Kinley also produced a stunning swim to take her age group 50m butterfly in 36.83: a very impressive swim that took over four second off her pb.  
In the thirteen years events Katie Callow and James Hansford both had two convincing wins.  Hansford was pushed all the way in the 100m breaststroke by Ben Donaldson with both of them finishing way inside their previous best times, only for Donaldson to find he had been disqualified for a false start (Don’t worry Ben, it happens to the best of us!!).  Hansford’s winning time was one minute 22.18.  He later went on to win the 50m backstroke in 32.77.  Callow won the corresponding girls events in times of one minute 26.47 and 35.60. 
The only triple winner of the evening was Charlotte Atkinson, who took the open 100m freestyle in one minute 01.76, and the 50m freestyle (28.06) and 100m butterfly (one minute 10.23), in the  fourteen years events.  After his stunning backstroke times in the last league match Mark Copparelli had only freestyle and butterfly races this time, but still came away with two victories in the fourteen years.  His time for the 50m freestyle was 29.04 and for the 100m butterfly one minute 14.38.
Twelve year old Imogen Skillicorn swam a controlled race to take the 100m backstroke in one minute 21.39, just ahead of Amy Stoutt.  Ben Kebbell took the boys event with a winning time of one minute 16.90 and a much clearer margin, after having also won the 50m butterfly in 35.06.
The three men’s open events had three different winners, with Zak Keig storming to victory in the 200m breaststroke in two minutes 44.94, over seven seconds faster than ever before.  Andrew Isaac led the way in the 100m freestyle in 56.20, and Tom Kelly took the 50m breaststroke with a time of 34.21.
The fifteen and over events also saw the victories spread around: for the ladies Catherine Breed won the 50m freestyle in 29.65, and Hannah Howitt the 100m butterfly in one minute 12.87.  The corresponding men’s events went to Phil Harrison in 25.79 and Andrew Isaac in 1 minute 04.21.
The eleven year olds just had one race to contend, the 200m individual medley.  As expected Ciara Cassidy had a very convincing victory, in two minutes 53.09, and Eoghain Sherrard took the boy’s event in three minutes 15.86. 

Cara Bregazzi and Joshua Corteen continued to impress in the ten years section, both winning the 25m breaststroke (24.00 and 22.40 respectively) and 50m freestyle (36.47 and 34.94).  The nine year olds, in their first year of league competition, had some hotly contested races.  For the girls, Lauren Callow won the 25m freestyle in 18.80, but had to settle for second place in the 50m breaststroke behind Victoria Kinnin, who’s time was 58.95.  Harrison Katz repeated the feat for the boys winning the 25 freestyle in 17.23, with Osca Cruz-o-Dwyer taking victory in the 50m breaststroke in 56.67.
Once again, Douglas club were never headed in the final event of the evening, the mixed 200m freestyle relay, finishing four second ahead of Ramseain with one minute 55.02.
