Two Manx Sports Aid Foundation recipients, both in education and training in England recently took part in the final of the National Swimming League in Sheffield, and both ended up on the rostrum in what is a highly prestigious event with England’s top ten clubs competing. 
16 year old Grant Halsall, a beneficiary of the Gubay Chase your Dreams Scholarship, finished 2nd in the 100m backstroke in a time of 56.99, just outside his Manx Record set last month.  Halsall, who was competing for Plymouth Leander was only beaten by James Goddard from Stockport Metro, and had been in the lead at half way.  Goddard, an Olympic finalist, had to dig deep in the final stages of the race to take the top spot by just over half a second.
Tom Bielich was representing Millfield School and finished third in the 15 and under 100m freestyle.  His time of 55.07 is over a second inside the Junior Manx Record he set last year.  Bielich also swam the anchor leg in the 4 x 50m freestyle relay, again finishing third, with the impressive split time of 25.09.
A successful weekend for both Manx swimmers, with Plymouth Leander coming out overall winners and Millfield third.
