A Layman’s Guide to the Points System

· League Matches

In each Age Group the first swimmer in each team counts for the team scores. The fastest swimmer will get three points for their team, the next will get two and third will get one.

On an individual basis the top eight swimmers in each event will get points on the basis of eight for the top swimmer, seven for second and so on to one point for the swimmer finishing eighth.

Clearly, the more events that each swimmer enters gives them a better chance of collecting points. The winning swimmer in each age group will be the swimmer who has earned the most number of points on a cumulative basis.

· Island Swimming Championships
There is no team event in the Island Swimming Championships and the points are simply earned with eight points being awarded to the fastest swimmer, seven for the second down to one for the eighth – as per the system in the League Matches.
