STEWARDSHIP DESCRIPTIONS
LITURGICAL MINISTRIES

· Extraordinary Minister of Communion: Adults responsible for distributing the Body and Blood of Christ at the sacrament of the Eucharist. Designated ministers will also be in charge of bringing the ciborium to the altar and washing the chalices and wine carafe following mass. Extraordinary Ministers are assigned to weekend masses for a month at a time. Ministers specify the mass they prefer to serve, which averages about three times per year. Training will be provided.

· Lector: Volunteers will proclaim the Sacred Scriptures during the Mass of your choice on the weekend or Holy Days. Lector is assigned for month at a time. Training will be provided. 

· Hospitality Minister/Greeter: Adults or members of a family are assigned for one month at a time to the Mass of their choice. They are to arrive 20 minutes before the start of Mass and stand near their designated entrance. Following Mass, the greeters are to check the pews and straighten the books. Training will be provided.
· Sacristan: Volunteers help before and after Masses to assist the Presider. Need to arrive a half hour before the liturgy and be willing to stay after until the church is cleaned up. Monthly assignments; training will be provided.

· Usher: An adult, male or female, assigned for one month at a time. Ushers report one half hour before Mass. Captains will check with the pastor for special needs. All ushers will assist in seating people as needed, take up the collection, assist with communion, and distribute bulletins after Mass.

· Altar Server: Boys and girls in 5th grade or older to serve at the altar during the regular weekend Masses. Servers will be assigned on a weekly basis. Training will be provided.
· Liturgy Planning Committee: persons who are heads of the Liturgical Ministers are considered members of the Liturgy Planning Committee. Anyone interested in planning and promoting Liturgy is welcome to join this group.
· Eucharistic Adoration: Volunteers will spend at least 30 minutes before the Blessed Sacrament in prayer on days of adoration. Current time period is from 8 AM to 5:30 PM on the First Fridays of each month. Goal is to have at least two persons present during all the hours of adoration. You determine which time period best accommodates your schedule.
· Art and Environment: persons willing to help with decorating and removal of decorations at Easter and Christmas. Volunteers will be called as needed.

· Plant and Flower Care: Volunteers will help keep the plants and flower arrangements in the church alive and fresh by pruning, watering and fertilizing as needed. There is no current care schedule.
· Church Linen Care: Volunteer collects the linens used at church early in the week, cleans them and returns them by Saturday. Training will be provided. 

SOCIAL OUTREACH/PRAYER  MINISTRIES

· Communion Ministry to Shut-ins:  these ministers carry the Body of Christ from the church community to parishioners in their place of residence each week. You can take communion either on the weekend or on weekdays. Training will be provided.
· Prayer Chain: Volunteers receive calls requesting prayers for a particular person or situation. Volunteer will pray daily or as often as possible until the request is ended. To protect privacy only the name will be given, not information about the situation. This prayer may be done anywhere.

· Contemplative Prayer Group: Group meets weekly for one hour of intense, silent contemplative prayer.
· Divorce Care: Support group for the separated and divorced that meets weekly for thirteen sessions of video and sharing. The program helps people face challenges and move toward rebuilding their lives.
· Grief Share: Group meets weekly for thirteen sessions of video and sharing. Focus is on your journey from mourning to joy. 
· St. Agnes Altar Society
· Every registered woman of the parish 18 years and older is considered a member. Each member is asked to pick a season of the year (fall, winter, spring, summer) to volunteer for parish activities. General meetings will be held at least four times per year.
· Fall Dinner: Volunteers work with the Fall Dinner Director to plan, facilitate and clean up for this Annual Fund Raiser. Proceeds of this dinner will be determined by SAAS in communication with the Pastor.

· Parish Social Committee: Volunteers work together to host social activities in the parish, holiday socials, and other community building gatherings for the parish. Volunteers may work with the Leadership Board to determine new ways in which community may be built through social gatherings. Volunteers can make a choice of seasons.
· Serve at funeral dinners: Arrive ½ to 1 hour prior to the time of the dinner, help set up, serve the dinner and remain afterward to help clean up (about 4 to 5 hours total.)

· Provide food for funeral dinners: Volunteers prepare a salad or dessert to serve 12 people and bring to the church before 10:00 AM on the day of the dinner.
· Valley Christian Neighbors in Need (VCNIN) 

· Program Coordinator—person will be in charge of preparation and distribution of Christmas baskets.

· Food Pantry—persons willing to come when needed to sort food.

· Christmas Baskets—sort food: Food that is donated by local people and collected by local schools is sorted to be placed in the food baskets; extra food is placed in the VCNIN pantry. This usually takes place on a Saturday in late November or early December.

· Christmas Baskets—fill baskets: Food that has been sorted and the food that has been purchased by VCNIN is placed in the baskets in preparation for delivery. 

· Christmas Baskets—drop off/delivery: Delivery of the food and toys is done on a Sunday close to December 25th. Routes are made up of 2 to 4 families. Each family will receive two boxes of food, a turkey, and one or more large bags of toys for the children. Delivery starts at 1 PM.
· Hospitality/Welcoming Committee: Volunteers work with the director to provide hospitality to new members and introduce them to the parish. Good social skills and creativity needed.

· Lenten Fri. Night Soup Suppers: Volunteers will prepare, serve and/or clean up for any or all of the suppers served after the Friday evening 6 PM Mass during Lent. Goal is to build community and raise funds for Catholic Relief Services Rice Bowl project.  

· Lenten Fish Fry: Volunteers willing to prepare, serve and/or clean up for any or all the fish fries during Lent. Goal is to build community and raise funds for the parish or school. 

· Spiritual Grind – Meets Sundays from 9:15-10:15 AM in the Assembly Room of the school to Break Open the Word – an informal discussion on the weekend readings.  Spiritual Grind Flavor of the Day is served during the discussion! (September-May)
· Young Adult Group (c.l.i.f.f.): A team of young adults, ages 18 to 35, willing to coordinate and facilitate community building activities for this age group of the parish and larger community, including WNCC. Training available
· Young At Heart – A luncheon that is held the first Tuesday of each month. It is for those who are retired or of retirement age who wish to share a meal with others in our community. Participants will be asked to help clean up after one luncheon.

· Men’s Book Study: Men who gather Wednesdays at 6:30 AM in the Garden Room of the church to discuss selected books. Need to be willing to read a chapter a week for discussion. Coffee and rolls are provided by the men on a rotating basis. 

· MOMS (Ministry of Mothers Sharing) – Awakens in women an awareness of their inner sacred self and teaches them new ways to inspire and affirm each other.  The on-going MOMS group meets monthly.

· Marriage Encounter: Married couples participate in a weekend experience of prayer and conversation from Friday evening until Sunday evening. Lead couples and a priest help you discover and enhance the beauty of marriage. Weekends are scheduled three or four times a year in various locations around the diocese. Names will be forwarded to the parish leaders for follow-up.
RELIGIOUS ED./FAITH FORMATION
RCIA

· Prayer Partner: A volunteer willing to journey with a candidate who is interested in entering the Catholic Faith. The volunteer is asked to pray daily and send a card or cards of encouragement.
· Child Care: This ministry involves taking care of a child or children of a candidate who wants to join the Catholic Church so he/she or they can attend the RCIA meetings from 7:00-9:00 PM on Tuesdays. You care for the child in your home or theirs according to your desire. Volunteers will be contacted by the candidate needing child care. You must have completed the Safe Environment training and background check. 
· Refreshments: Volunteers provide refreshments for Tuesday evening RCIA meetings.
CATECHISTS
· Religious Education (Pre-School – 5th Grades) September - May

· RE Catechist – Prepare and teach learners the Catholic faith on Sundays from 9:15-10:15 AM 

· RE Substitute – Willing to substitute in grades pre-school – 5th on Sundays from 9:15-10:15 AM 

· Middle School Religious Education (6th – 8th Grades) September - May

· Junior High Catechist – Prepare and teach learners the Catholic faith on Wednesdays from 7:00-8:00 PM 

· Junior High Substitute – Willing to substitute in grades 6 - 8 on Wednesdays from 7:00-8:00 PM 

· High School Religious Education (9th – 12th Grades) September - May

· CYM Catechist – Prepare and teach youth the Catholic faith on Wednesdays from 7:00-8:30 PM 
· Confirmation (11th Grade) September - May

· Confirmation Catechist – Meet and work with 11th grade Confirmation youth once a month from 7:00-9:00 PM, anticipating the celebration of the sacrament in the spring of the year.
ST. AGNES YOUTH GROUPS
· Middle School Youth Group (6th – 8th Grades) September - May

· The Catechist responds to the needs of 6th-8th grade youth by providing opportunities for personal growth, involving them in social, service, and community building activities. This youth group meets the last Wednesday of the month from 7:00-8:00 PM.

· High School Youth Group (9th - 12th Grades) September - May

· The Catechist responds to the needs of 9th-- 12th grade youth by providing opportunities for personal growth, involving them in social, service, and community building activities. This youth group meets the last Wednesday of the month from 7:00-8:00 PM. 

VACATION BIBLE SCHOOL
· Vacation Bible School (Intergenerational) one week in June 8:30 AM to noon
· Catechist – Prepare and teach learners the Catholic faith in a center during the VBS week.

· Group Leader – Volunteer to welcome and guide a group of children throughout the week.

· Snacks – Volunteer to furnish, help prepare or distribute snacks during VBS week.

· Adult Faith Formation Team: Volunteers will work with director to plan and facilitate opportunities for adults in the parish to continue their personal and communal formation. 

· Adult Faith Formation Participant: People interested in continued formation in the ways of the Catholic faith and spirituality. Group currently meets at 7pm on Monday nights in the Garden Room. Some preparation may be required.

· Quest is a faith-sharing group that meets each Tuesday morning from 8:30-10:00 AM in the garden level of the Church. The Quest reflection booklet and Scripture readings from the next Sunday’s Liturgy are read and reflected upon. All are welcome. 

SCHOOL MINISTRIES
· Classroom Volunteer: assist in Kindergarten, First or Second grade classrooms in the morning for reading and/or language arts.

· School Volunteer: Persons willing to help in any way in the school.

· Lunch Program Volunteer: Persons willing to help with the school lunch program.

· Substitute Teacher: Persons interested in doing substitute teaching at St. Agnes School need a current NE teaching certificate or a NE substitute certificate 

MUSIC MINISTRIES

· Cantor: The role is to support and lead the singing, and to foster active participation of the assembly. The cantor leads by singing acclamations, responses, antiphons, psalms and general songs. To be a cantor is to be engaged in the work of mission, ministry and discipleship, and is always about building the Kingdom of God. Rehearsals for weekend liturgies are held Wednesday evenings at 7:00 PM.

· Adult Choir: The role is to support and lead the singing, which can intensify the celebration experience of the whole assembly. The choir should help enter the assembly into the ritual of liturgy, which pulls us into the Paschal Mystery. The Adult Choir for Christmas and Easter rehearses on Sundays at 5:00 PM for 6 to 8 weeks prior to celebrations.

· Organist or Pianist: The primary role is to lead and sustain the singing of the assembly, choir, cantor, and psalmist. An instrumental piece may also be provided with a prelude, during preparation of the gifts, or a postlude.

· Instrumentalists: The role is primarily to lead and support the singing of the assembly, as well as to accompany the choir and cantor. Instruments may also enhance the singing by the use of harmonization and various musical colors. They may accompany certain ritual actions, such as preparation of the gifts, and provide preludes and postludes.
· Choristers (Middle School & High School) rehearse on Sundays after the 10:30 AM Mass for 3 or 4 weeks prior to singing at liturgy. The role is the same as the choir.

· Children’s Choir (Grades 2 to 7) sing for Christmas and Easter with rehearsal times to be determined by the director. The role is the same as the choir.

ADMINISTRATIVE MINISTRIES (Indicate interest for possible selection as terms become available.)

· Parish Council: members represent and speak for the parishioners at-large, advising the pastor on areas of growth, change, concern, need, etc…of the parish on a broad range of matters. Generally serves a three year term. Monthly meetings.

· Finance Council: members represent and speak for the parish at-large, advising the pastor in areas of growth, change, concern, need, etc… of the parish as they relate to financial matters. Generally serves a three year term. Quarterly meetings or as needed.

· Liturgy Committee: members assist the pastor in training liturgical ministers and planning liturgies for each season and special occasions according to liturgical documents and local tradition. Monthly meetings.

· Maintenance Committee: members meet to offer directives as well as talents in an effort to maintain and improve the physical condition, safety and operation of the parish facilities and infrastructure. Generally serves a three year term. Monthly meetings.

· School Advisory Council: members are selected from parents of St. Agnes School as well as representatives from other Catholic churches and non-Catholic families. They are advisory to the pastor and Head Teacher in areas of growth, change, concerns, policy, need, etc... as related to the school. Generally serves a three year term. Monthly meetings during the school year.

· St. Agnes School Foundation: members support the growth and marketing of the Foundation primarily through memorials and estate planning. These efforts transform into perpetual secondary financial support to the school. No term limit to promote long term consistency. Quarterly meetings or as needed.

· Office Support: volunteers will be called upon to assist the parish secretary and staff with regular and special projects throughout the year, such as preparing mailings, stuffing bulletins with inserts, answering the phone, etc…

· Bulletin Contributors: Editors, photographers and writers are needed to enhance the weekly parish bulletin. 
CATHOLIC ORGANIZATIONS

· Knights of Columbus: Any man 18 years and older may be a Knight of Columbus. Council #2681 is a Catholic men’s organization dedicated to serving the Catholic Church, Priests, Brother Knights and their families as well as the larger local community. Meet monthly on the last Thursday of the month at 7:30 PM at the K. C. Hall.
· Columbian Squires: Catholic boys ages 10-18 meet on the first Sunday of the month from September through May.
· Catholic Daughters: Women who strive to embrace the principle of faith, working through love in the promotion of justice, equality and the advancement of human rights and human dignity of all.  Meet monthly on the fourth Thursday of the month at 7:00 PM in the Garden Room of St. Agnes Church.
