Priestly Ponderingsé.. I read a story recently that was a beautiful 
example of the kind of love that God has for us.  It seems a young 
California woman was picked up for speeding.  She was ticketed and 
taken before the judge.  The judge read off the citation and said, ñGuilty 
or not guilty?ò  The woman replied, ñGuilty.ò  The judge brought down the 
gavel and fined her $100 or ten days.  Then an amazing thing took 
place.  The judge stood up, took off his robe, walked down in front, took 
out his billfold, and paid the fine.  Whatôs the explanation for this?  The 
judge was her father.  He loved his daughter, yet he was a just judge.  His 
daughter had broken the law, and he couldnôt just say to her, ñBecause I 
love you so much, I forgive you.  You may leave.ò  If he had done that, he 
wouldnôt have been a righteous judge.  But he loved his daughter so much 
he was willing to take off his judicial robe and come down in front and 
represent her as her father and pay the fine.  Isnôt this exactly what God 
has done for us?  He couldnôt just say ñyouôre forgivenò or else He 
wouldnôt have been a just God.  A price had to be paid.   
 Jesus paid that price for us on the cross.  The cross then, is 
intimately connected to true love.  Sometimes, the only way you can really 
recognize true love is when there is a cross.  And the only real way to 
handle any cross is with true love.  This weekend as we celebrate love with 
St. Valentineôs Day, perhaps we would all do well to think about what true 
love really is.  The word ñloveò is thrown around a lot these days.  Maybe 
thatôs why the ancient Greeks had at least four different words to describe 
what love is.  God has shown us all what true love is.  Now if we could just 
live it in our own lives, our world would be such a better place!
