Grades: All


Standard supported: Foreign Language (NL-FL.K-12.2 CULTURES - Gain Knowledge and Understanding of Other Cultures) 


Students demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the practices and perspectives of the culture studied 








Goal: Students will be able to prepare a monthly display relating to diverse cultures in the Northwest (diversity and travel) corner of the classroom





Materials: Cultural objects such as clothing, recipe, music, pottery, artwork, pictures of famous people from that culture, inventions from that country, words we use today from that language, a map of the country, etc.


Index cards for writing the description of each and poster board for country or culture label


Table for display








Activity:  Assign a group of three or four students each month to prepare a display of six objects (the bagua number for the Northwest corner) related to a different culture or country within a language set.   Include written descriptions on index cards that relate to each object.
