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Assessment:


Rubric (100 points):


Quality of three extra questions: 25 points


Organization of story: 30 points


Grammar, punctuation, spelling: 30 points


Presentation: 15 points














Activity:


Assign each student to interview a person age 60 or older using these questions plus three  more questions developed by the student.  The student must find a person who answers yes to the first question.  


Did you ever experience discrimination because of your race or gender?


Tell what happened.


When and where did you live when you experienced this discrimination?


Students then develop this experience into a typed, double-spaced story of at least two full pages.  Students should use dialogue, description, and strong characterization.  


On the assigned date, the students will read their stories to the class and participate in a discussion about race and gender discrimination.  Invite the interviewees to participate and add refreshments following the discussion.





Goal: Students will be able to prepare a fictional story about racial or gender equality using an interview of a person age 60 or older.
