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PARENT CONFERENCES

In past years, January has been Parent Conference month.  This year we have scheduled three opportunities for you to have conferences with your children’s teachers.  Our first conferences were in the fall.  Our next conferences will be in February.  The third opportunity for you to conference with your children’s teachers will be in the spring.  Your children’s teachers will be contacting you about conference times.  As always, if the scheduled times will not work for you, you are welcome to request a conference with your children’s teachers at any time.  Just let us know to allow us enough time to arrange for substitutes in the classroom.
The Parent conference is a time for you and your child’s teacher to visit about your child and his or her individual needs and accomplishments.  Your child’s teacher will be sharing with you information about specific skills that your child has mastered during the fall and goals for the months ahead.  We hope that you will share with us your expectations for your child while he or she is in our care.  Working together toward common goals for your child, we hope always to maintain a strong bond between home and school.  

It has consistently been the philosophy of our school to recognize that children develop at different rates.  Both maturation and experience contribute to learning.  Children mature at different rates and have different experiences.  It is important for parents and teachers to keep this in mind when evaluating an individual child’s progress.

At First Christian Church Day School we work with your child to develop skills in four major areas of development: language, social/emotional, gross and fine motor, and thinking and reasoning.  Most of your child’s learning in each of these areas takes place in play situations.  For example, through play the child learns the characteristics of common objects: how they work, how they are used, how they feel, how they compare to other objects.  In play situations, the child learns how to communicate with others and how to get along with adults and other children.  Many thinking and reasoning skills are developed as children play in the various interest centers set up by the classroom teacher.  Therefore, you will find that your child’s teacher may be sharing with you not test scores and written work but observations of how your child interacts with others and how successfully he or she manipulates classroom materials.

If you have questions or concerns about classroom goals or particular skills for your child, please bring these up at the February conference.  We are anxious to share with you why we work on certain skills at a particular time and also eager to provide a setting that truly meets the needs of your child.  Because each teacher must visit with a number of individual parents, the time allotted for conferences must be limited.  Please try to help us adhere to the time schedule by being prompt for your conference and allowing the teacher to begin the next conference when your time has ended.  If you feel you need additional conference time with the teacher or with the director, please feel free to call and schedule an appointment.  We enjoy the time we spend with your child and try to offer her or him many challenging opportunities to learn and grow, but we recognize that you are, of course, your child’s most important teacher.
