Admissions Policies

and Procedures

Application:

All applicants must complete an application and
submit all required documents, including the non-
refundable application fee. Incomplete applications
will not be accepted.

If Applicable: All TEP’s are required to be presented
at initial application for review.

Interview:

Once an applicant’s academic profile has been
reviewed, the student may be required to take an
entrance exam for placement. The interview will take
place after the testing has been completed and/or after
a review of the student’s academic record. Grades 6
through 12 will be required to meet with guidance to
obtain a schedule and locker once a FACTS tuition
management account has been established.

Contract Terms:

An enrollment contract is required to be signed by the
financially responsible parent or guardian of the
student attending University Christian. The terms are
to include, but are not limited, to the following:

* The financially responsible parent or guardian is
responsible for making the payments according to the
plan selected and through FACTS tuition
management.
