Cheerleader Rules

Rep resentation

Cheerleaders shall conduct themselves properLg at all timees. Theg are
official vepresentatives of the school.

Cheerleaders will display good sportsmanship at all school functions.
They will not display undesirable behavior, such as anger, foul language,
gestures, ete. They will not shout at game officlals nor at the opposing
teame. Corvective action will be taken as deewed appropriate.

Cheerleaders are student athletes. €ach individual must have a 2.0 grade
point average {or the semester prior to try-outs. That grade point average
must be maintained through-out the year. A weekly grade check will be
adwministered by the school counselor. The coaches will be notified when a
teame menmber drops below a 2.5 and they will be put on probation. If a
cheerleader becomes ineligible three times, they will be vemoved from the
squad.

Practices and games

Cheerleaders must attend all scheduled practices and games. Practices
will be in the gywm, if possible; or outside, if the gyw is unavailable.

we will be practicing approximately three times per week during the
school year. The conch should be notified as early as possible of any out-
of-town trips, special occasions, ete. so that special consideration may be
given.

tf a cheerleader can not attend an activity, she must phone the coach prior
to the activity to request an absence. (Coaches shouldn't be notified of the
absence by another cheerleader.)  Three un-excused tardies or one un-
excusen absence will result in suspension of one game.

Please do not keep your child from attending cheerleading activities as a

bewnch, everyone ls important!)

Cheerleaders must be present 60 minutes prior to game time, unless
advised otherwise by the coach. If she is late, demerits will be tssued.
Glrls will only be allowed to vide howe with their parents after away
games, unless a written note Ls provided by the parents authorizing
special permission.

wniforms

bows cleaned and pressed.

Halr should be pulled back (out of eyes) for safety purposes.

You must part’l,c’bpate to take advantage of
the financial help.

Cowpetitive Team

Competition Ls not mandatory. Competition cheerleaders will be chosen
by the coaches after camp. Cowmpetition cheerleaders will be required to
have a higher level of skRIll and commitment, as well as the
understanding that competition required a great deal wore of thelr thme
and money! The team tumbling class ts mandatory for competition
cheerleaders, which costs $40 per month. (First Class Cheerleading)
