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The Invisible Zoo!

The 6th hour Environmental Science class, comprised almost entirely of seniors, has been working
with elementary students in grades 2-5 on how to use microscopes and scientific observation skills.
It is called the 'Invisible Zoo' because when they come in they cannot see any of the animals with the
naked eye, they require microscopes. A brief introduction is given about each of the 3 animals they
will see and then they are partnered up with 'lab assistants’ to observe them. The 3 animals are
called brine shrimp (tiny crustaceans with googly-looking eyes that are food for everything else),
planaria (a freshwater flatworm that looks cross-eyed and can regenerate, even if its head is cut off)
and the hydra(looks like a clear tree-like creature but is a predator that will grab onto any brine
shrimp that pass by and stuff it inside of its stomach. 'Official scientific observation sheets' have
been created for each elementary student so that they can practice making good written
observations.

They also take a look at the fish tank and various specimens of dead preserved animals are set out
for them to look at (or say eewwww!!!) :)

All of the elementary classes have an opportunity to come and see the “Invisible Zoo”.
