Annual Conference 2010 Report  

Many of you ask why I like to go to Annual Conference.  Isnôt it 

boring with all those business reports and budgets? Yes, it 

can be, but they are also informative and creative, sometimes 

even funny! There are also services and speakers.  I have 

gained much from the various Worship leaders over the years.   

This year I learned that due to great fiscal management, we 

are still in the black.  I learned that we are largest Annual Con-

ference in the USA.  I learned that one in every four children 

go to bed hungry in Florida.  I find that unacceptable.  I learned that there are programs that can help.  

One of them is the school backpacks that children are given so that they are able to eat something 

when they are not at school, which provides a breakfast and lunch.  There is a summer feeding pro-

gram where a church can be a feeding station when school is out.  With the great number of children in 

Lakewood Park Elementary, wouldnôt that be a wonderful thing for our Family Life Center to participate 

in?  But it takes more than one person to run it.  What an outreach we could perform.   

I saw young adults who have come into the ministry.  I have heard them and they are great.  I mean 

those who have been to seminary and are now leading churches.   

I have heard the Youth, young adults who are also concerned about God and where we are headed.  

You hear Praise bands sing songs that make you clap and sing for joy.  I see people my age still fully 

involved in ministry local and abroad.  I learn that we as United Methodists are and CAN make a differ-

ence.   

I was able to go and see our new Florida Conference Building.  It iface onto Lake Wire.  It is a ñgreenò 

building.  Even the rainwater is collected in large cisterns and used for irrigation.  The front has a large 

window overlooking the lake.  It will also house the Florida/Georgia Credit Union and the Florida Con-

ference Foundation.  It is paid in full too! Our old building is now owned and used by Florida Southern 

College and will house a day care and office.  This was a win-win for all.  There is a floor plan of our 

new building in Information Hallway.
