So, for the 2010-2011 
school year, I wanted to announce earlier in the school year that I was again offering this scholarship so it’d give 
students more time to get involved and apply for the scholarship.  As with the inaugural scholarship, I plan on self-
funding this scholarship in my Dad’s name.  I’m hopeful that if students get started in volunteering at a younger age, 
they’ll continue to do so once they’re out of school.”
